Robert Moses:  Angel or Demon? – Amy Ford-Wagner, Eve Glazer, Esther Schwalb
From 1924 until 1968, through the various public appointments he held, Robert Moses constructed public works across New York City and State, building highways, bridges, playgrounds, housing, tunnels, beaches, zoos, civic centers, exhibition halls and the 1964-65 New York World's Fair. In the 1950s, his sweeping vision of city form came to be a model for the nation, but in the 1970s public opinion and public policy began to change towards a more incremental approach.  
Today, for engineers, Robert Moses still seems to represent the triumph of infrastructure building, but for planners, he represents the destruction of urban neighborhoods  What would New York be like today without his vision?  How do we approach these types of projects today? Join this discussion between an engineer, an urban planner, and an environmental planner as we evaluate his legacy.  
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
